General English (GE)

» Designed to provide the non-native student with the

necessary language skills and basic information needed
to succeed in becoming a self-supporting member of

the global society.

Low Beginner

This course is for students with no English skills or very little English. Students will learn
the alphabet, basic vocabulary, simple sentence patterns, and basic communication skills.

High Beginner
(GE300)

Prerequisites: Eeginner passing grade or satisfactory score on the placement test.
Focuses on the development of greater oral fluency for a variety of social situations
focusing on conversational skills. Students will further develop the ability to read,
write, and understand more complicated materials. They will learn to skim and scan for
information and produce well-organized paragraphs.

Intermediate
(GE400)

Prerequisites: High beginner passing grade or satisfactory score on the placement test.
Consists of reading, vocabulary, interactive activities, grammar practice, and listening
activities that focus on the overall improvement of English language skills for everyday use.
Students will read passages and will begin to apply critical thinking skills to comprehend
the material and summarize them. Students will improve listening skills and be able to
infer the meaning, listen for specific information and take notes on oral sources.

Intermediate
(GE500)

Prerequisites: Low intermediate passing grade or satisfactory score on the placement test.
Purpose is to improve oral fluency by the development of a strong active vocabulary
and the practice of complex grammatical structures. Emphasizes logic, abstract thinking,
inference, and vocabulary.

High
Intermediate
(GE&0D)

Prerequisites: Intermediate passing grade or satisfactory score on the placement test.
Focuses on continuing expansion of students’ oral communication, vocabulary, including
idioms and collocations, listening comprehension and writing skills. Emphasis is placed on
focused grammar practice and application of critical thinking skills when reading a variety
of authentic materials.

Advanced
(GE700)

Prerequisites: High intermediate passing grade or satisfactory score on the placement test.

Intended as an advanced grammar review and development of conversational, analytical,
writing and academic skills. Will improve students’ ability to speak with a high level of
accuracy and fluency, help to understand and use advanced colloquial expressions, and
practice skills necessary for university entrance or moving on to more advanced courses.
Focuses on acquiring fluency in spoken English, with a communicative approach involving
all four skills (listening, speaking, reading comprehension, and writing).

Advanced Skills
